imagined. | experienced deep healing
and learned patience, obedience, and
diligence while rebuilding my life.

Today | have paid off my debts, rebuilt
my credit, and maintained steady
employment. | now work in the Home
Depot lumber section in Ceres and am
working toward getting my driver’s
license back.

Moving forward, my goal is to stay
connected to my church and surround
myself with the right people. With
faith, discipline, and support, | now
have a foundation that can carry me
through any storm.
